Background, objective, significance, and literature review

This past decade was characterized by an unprecedented political attention to health challenges in devel-
oping countries as revealed by the extraordinary growth in the level of international financing and a diverse
array of new actors engaged in global health generally, and development assistance for health (DAH) in par-

ticular.

Indeed, DAH which has been generally defined as financial and in-kind contributions made by channels
of development assistance — that is, by institutions whose primary purpose is to provide development assis-
tance to improve health in developing countries has increased dramatically over the past two decades : from
US$5.7 billion in 1990 to US$28.1 billion by 2012°. Governments remain the largest origin of DAH (70% of
the total)’ which has been so far directed to a large range of health issues including maternal and child health,
HIV/AIDS, TB, Malaria as well as some non-communicable diseases and health systems strengthening (HSS).
To some extend and in some domains, achievements of DAH has been notable (scaled-up response to the HIV
pandemic, better control of malaria, strengthening research and development of medicines for neglected dis-

eases,...).

However, this last decade the traditional DAH system that rested on strong reliance on public-sector
funding, the UN system and western bilateral aid agencies has been called into question and a new DAH land-
scape appeared. Indeed, today the DAH environment is teeming with new development frameworks (Paris
Declaration of Aid effectiveness (2005), Accra Agenda for Action (2008), Busan Partnership for Effective De-
velopment Cooperation (2011)), new institutional mechanisms (public-private partnerships, PPPs) as well as

new actors (emerging countries, non-governmental actors, foundations, private sector,...) which emerged in

the general context of economic crisis and stagnation in DAH from the traditional donor countries®.

In South-east Asia, where diversity in terms of demographics, geography, society, economic develop-
ment, political systems has led to very different health outcomes, DAH has quite a long history and has been

provided by several donors, including the European Union (EU).

Indeed, in a context of strengthened development cooperation with South-East Asia’since 2007 and a
growing role within global health governance since 2010, the EU has provided a DAH to ASEAN and its
Member States in order to help South-east Asian countries to reach UN Millennium and then Sustainable De-
velopment Goals notably in the domain of health. Despite such reality, we still do not have a lot of knowledge
and understanding about the objectives, modalities and achievements of the EU’s DAH in South-East Asia

neither how South-East Asia has benefited from such foreign assistance.

Obijective

While information about EU’s DAH in South-East Asia exist in numerous official reports of the Europe-
an Commission ( DEVCO, EEAS), to our knowledge, there is today no regional mapping neither scientific

analysis of EU’s health assistance in the region. Our research aims at filling such academic gap.

To reach this objective, several research questions will guide this research:
-What are the main health priorities of the EU in South East Asia? Do they coincide with ASEAN own
priorities?

- What are the main modalities and levels of implementation of EU’s DAH in South East Asia?

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- What are the main motivations behind EU’s DAH in SEA?

- What have been the main achievements and challenges of EU’s DAH in South-East Asia?

- How the EU is considering and reacting to the DAH provided by other donors such as the US, Japan,
Australia and China in SEA?

- How South-East Asia perceives and welcome EU’s DAH?

To answer these questions will help us to better appreciate if the EU represents an important actor for the

South-East Asian region in term of health.

Significance

In terms of academic significance, this research will provide a better understanding of DAH provided in
South-East Asia, notably through the EU, how the region has been able/ or not to benefit from such kind of
foreign aid and what role the EU plays in regional health governance in South East Asia. Furthermore, it will
provide the first comprehensive and conceptualized analysis of EU’s DAH in South-East Asia.

Beyond the academic dimension of this research, there is also a policy-making aspect in the sense that we
plan to use our results to discuss with key officers at EU and ASEAN on how to better implement or benefit

from such kind of foreign aid in the future and how to go beyond recurrent challenges.

Literature review

On the nature and modalities of ODA/DAH

The elaboration of an analytical framework to study EU’s DAH in South-East Asia will benefit from a
close review of the growing literature on ODA and DAH . Indeed, existing studies focusing on DAH provided
by a single country as well as papers proposing comparison among DAH actors are tremendously fruitful to

identify the several dimensions of DAH to be studied. Preliminary review of the literature concerning the
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health assistance provided by a single country® reveals that scholars present DAH generally by focusing on

several recurrent aspects of DAH such as:

- Political context of health aid - Geographic priorities in health poli-
- Motivations behind DAH cy

- Institutional mechanisms for DAH - Forms and flow of health aid

- Financing sources of DAH - Future of DAH

Simultaneously, the review of the few articles that compare DAH reveals that among the aspects which

are compared between different donors*!, there is notably the following ones:

- Motivations and principles - DAH modalities (grants, loans,
- Domestic DAH governance (budget allo- technical assistance, financing)

While many elements already mentioned also appear recurrently in the studies of ODA (motivations,

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modalities, governance, nature,...), there are also other aspects that have not been studied so far in the context
of DAH and which might be relevant for our study. Some of them represent the classic criteria used by
OECD-DAC? to assess the quality of development projects and others have been put forward as a key devel-

opment objective in the Paris Declaration (2005).

Among these other aspects, there are:

-Relevance: The extent to which the aid activity is suited to the priorities and policies of the target group,

recipient and donor.

- Effectiveness: A measure of the extent to which an aid attains its objectives.

-Efficiency: It is an economic term which signifies that the aid uses the least costly resources possible in

order to achieve the desired results.
-Sustainability: Sustainability is concerned with measuring whether the benefits of an activity are likely
to continue after donor funding has been withdrawn. Projects need to be environmentally as well as financially

sustainable.

-Ownership: The extent to which beneficiaries, users, stakeholders and those affected are involved in the

design, planning and implementation of aid project.

All these dimensions will be used to map EU’s DAH in South East Asia and develop our analytical

framework.

On ODA/DAH’s motivations

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Among the main motivations of health diplomacy, there is certainly the improvement of people’s health
and development with the idea that health is one of the unavoidable conditions for human and economic de-

velopment.

Nevertheless, simultaneously, numerous studies about the link between health and foreign policy reveal
quite clearly how health diplomacy is strongly motivated by national interests'®. By « national interest », it
must be first understood what the State cares the most, namely its security. Thus, Raymond Aron underlines
that “every entity, whether individual or political unit, makes security a primary objective”'*. Kenneth Waltz
considers that “to say that a country acts according to its national interest means that, having examined its se-

curity requirements, it tries to meet them”*°

These two last decades, with the evolution of the very notion of security®®, these security expectations
can be also evoked in economic, social or environmental terms, and threats to such security expectations have
diversified from exogenous military threats to a set of challenges such as organized crime, environmental de-
pletion or epidemics. In this context, health diplomacy would be motivated by these security expectations and
the support provided by States to developing countries in order to strengthen their health systems or to en-
hance their capacity of monitoring and response to epidemics, would be conditioned by security perceptions
of the donor. A dimension which has been once again confirmed with the recent epidemic of Ebola which saw
the involvement of industrialized States once these latter felt threatened after the infection of their own citi-

zens coming back from Africa. Until then, their involvement had been very limited.

Simultaneously, in International Relations, a second interpretation of the “national interest” rests on the

constructivist approach that considers, like Alexander Wendt, that through their behavior States seek to satisfy

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a series of interests which results from their identities. Wendt then affirms that these identities represent the
“basis of interests”!’ because “an actor cannot know what it wants until it knows who it is”*8. Thus, according
to Wendt, foreign policy is guided by national interests that find roots in the identities of the State, namely
corporate, type, role and collective identities!®. Corporate identity refers to the intrinsic, self-organizing quali-
ties that constitute a social entity as such and different from others. If this entity is a State, it can be differenti-
ated from a company, a NGO or a church as it possesses a territory, a population, borders, institutions and the
monopoly of legitimized violence. Type identity refer to a ‘social category’ and in the international system cor-
responds to “forms of state,” (democratic, theocratic, monarchical), economic systems (capitalist and com-
munist states)?’ or even health systems. Role identity is considered as not only resting on political leaders’ be-
liefs and domestic politics as it was proposed by the role theorists?, but as also conditioned by the social
structure of international politics, notably by international norms, i.e “shared expectations about appropriate
behavior?2, Finally, collective identity refers to the cognitive process of identification of a State with others

States®.

While we might not talk about “national” interest to deal with EU’s motivation to provide DAH in South-
East Asia, the above theoretical framework will be very fruitful to better appreciate EU’s interest in such for-
eign aid.

Research method and procedures: methodology adopted, rationale for the methodology, anticipated
problems and means of resolution.

Our research method will be guided by a theoretical framework developed from the academic debate men-

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tioned above. In terms of mapping EU’s DAH in South-East Asia we will use the following criteria to articu-
late it:

> Political context of health aid

> Domestic DAH governance (budget allocation and origins, leading institutional actors and partners, re-
lated national policies)

> Geographic priorities in health policy

> Nature of DAH (bilateral, multilateral and trilateral)

> DAH modalities (grants, loans, technical assistance, financing)

> Concrete outcomes

> Impact (on public health, human security,...)

> Relevance /Effectiveness/Efficiency/Sustainability/Ownership

We will focus on EU’s DAH which have taken place under the 2007-2013 and 2014-2020 programming peri-
od of EU-ASEAN Development Cooperation .

For the motivation dimension of this DAH, in the light of these complementary interpretations of national in-
terest — the realist and constructivist approaches -, the main hypothesis is that while humanitarian and realist
objectives behind DAH represent ideal-types since there is no entirely humanitarian or realist actor, EU’'DAH
in SEA rests on both humanitarian and realist objectives as humerous balanced interests have to be taken into
account by Brussels.

In terms of methodology, this research will mainly rest on interviews with EU and ASEAN/ASEAN Member
States stakeholders as well as on the reading of officials documents (statements, strategies, policies, reports,
evaluations,...) published by EU, NGOs, ASEAN and ASEAN Member States on DAH in South East Asia.
Secondary resources such as academic articles related to our topic will be also very useful to contextualize our
study and compare our results.

The main problem we might meet is that due to budget limitation we won’t be able to go to some South-
East Asian countries receiving EU’s DAH to verify the reality of the situation and how they implement and
appreciate it. To solve this problem, we plan to conduct interviews through Internet when it is relevant as we
did for former academic research. We will be able to conduct interview with EU officials this summer in Brus-

sels as we will go back to France for holidays.
