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Abstract

Because the current English educational environment does not focus on speaking,
and high school students generally have less opportunity to practice their speaking skills
in class. In addition, speaking sections are not included in most of the entrance
examinations for universities. As a result, the current study aims to make use of some
preservice English language teachers’ professional ability to teach GEPT intermediate
level oral skills to a group of vocational high school students in Taiwan in summer, 2012
for a two-week span. The research design is mixed-method. Pre-and post-tests on GEPT
reading, listening, and oral sections were administered, and the results were analyzed by
pair-sample t-tests. Also, a teaching satisfaction questionnaire was used to see if the
participants were satisfied with the design of the training lessons and the ways
communicative language teaching method was delivered. The results show that student
had significant improvement in the pre-and post-tests of both listening and speaking
sections. In addition, students reported high satisfaction level based on the results of the
teaching satisfaction questionnaire. At last, it is highly recommended that the partner
vocational high school would integrate or introduce CLT to its English classes on a
regular basis.
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
