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Abstract
This paper examines a forum for a pop singer, Yoga Lin, who found his fame from One Million Dollar, a famous reality television show in Taiwan to furthermore excogitate how fandom is deployed, managed and contrived in this heterotopia—a place similar to and differ from a utopia. 

The subtitle “pseudo-juvenile culture” explores the appropriation, acclimatization, variation, and transfiguration of the online dialogues among the forum members. What makes the study of this forum outstands itself lays on the membership—at least most of the active participators are over 20 years old (in fact, the thirty occupy the major part) and some of them are even well-educated (which means at least bachelor degree)—a period of age which is rarely connected with fandom. When it comes to fandom, it is always affiliated with a group of juvenescent youth. On the one hand, mythological stories (as those of Psyche and Cupid, and Echo and Narcissus) are correspondent to the behavior of fans of Yoga’s (which will be substituted as “the thirty something” hereafter). However, these thirty something fans also demonstrate another new perspective of fandom such as in their preference for a distance with the singer. 

Another part of this paper aims at a heterotopic depiction of the modification of this fandom. Set for about one year, structures of this utopia have been reorganized for times. Here I proffer the term heterotopia for this forum-a term can specifically depict the operation, the proposition, and the regulations of this online community. The forum started as a place for chatting and a “silent” support to their idol. “Low key” was their slogan. Members called each other as Bao Zi. Little by little, they decided to go out (or come out?!) and apparently, low-key is not the case anymore. The reality, however, also causes Bao Zis’ self-reflection and furthermore, identity problem. The forum, thus, marks a heterotopic milieu in which the real and unreal are juxtaposed mutually according to Foucault’s definition. 

This paper starts a depiction and analysis of the structure, membership and furthers the development with the application of Foucault’s heterotopia. In delving more, this paper concludes a surging of a different fandom—which may be equivalent to obsession but also rationalization, and with the youth but also the mature group. 
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In the early 2007, a singing contest was aired in Taiwan. The program, One Million Dollar initiated as a nameless contest with only less than 1% viewing rate. However, it ended in the first season hilariously: contestants were frequently listed in Yahoo as the popular key words for online surfing and the program was also listed as the top ten must-know news. Popularity of One Million Dollar manifests the trend of TV contests as that in America (Super Idol) and England (Pop Idol). None the less, the program initiated a new strategy in fabricating an idol by website. Take the first season as an example. Audience enjoyed chatting or even arguing in Xuite (an official website of One Million Dollar, Season One). This also formed a sense of communities. In Xuite, the audience were separated gradually by the stars they supported and became fans. With the end of the first season, to pursue a perpetual fandom, these fans built up forums for their stars. This paper, thus, introduced one of the fan forums—Acid YOGA. 
Acid YOGA is a fan forum for Yoga Lin who found his fame from One Million Dollar. What makes the study of this forum outstands itself lays on the membership—at least most of the active participators are over 20 years old (in fact, the thirty-something occupy the major part) and some of them are even well-educated (which means at least bachelor degree)—a period of age which is rarely connected with fandom (or stardom, to be specific). When it comes to fandom, it is always affiliated with a group of juvenescent youth. On the one hand, mythological stories (as those of Psyche and Cupid, and Echo and Narcissus) are correspondent to the behavior of fans of Yoga’s (which will be substituted as “the thirty something” hereafter). However, these thirty something fans also demonstrate another new perspective of fandom such as in their preference for a distance with the singer. 

Another part of this paper aims at a heterotopic depiction of the modification of this fandom. Set for about one year, structures of this utopia forum have been reorganized for times. Here I proffer the term heterotopia for this forum-a term that can specifically depict the operation, proposition, the regulations of this online community. The forum started as a place for chatting and as a “silent” support to their idol. “Low key” was their slogan. Members called each other as Bao Zi. Little by little, they decided to go out (or come out?!) and apparently, low-key is not the case anymore. The reality, however, also causes Bao Zis’ self-reflection and furthermore, identity problem. Epilogue: Meet Acid YOGA and Yoga Lin
Acid YOGA was established on July 21, 2007. “Acid” refers to one of the judges’ comment on Yoga Lin’s champion performance of One Million Dollar (Season One) of Radio Head’s Creep as a type of “acid rock” while “Yoga” actually is the name of the champion which should be pronounced in mandarin as Lin Yo-jian. With the similar pronunciation of Yo-jian and Yoga, Lin is renowned as Yoga Lin which in fact is his frequent signature. 
Members of Acid YOGA proclaim themselves as Bao Zi(s) referring to an episode in which Lin cried hard with his face wrinkled and Yoga’s wrinkled face was depicted as a Bao Zi (a dumpling like Chinese food with folds on the appearance). Thus, they take Bao Zi as the name for mutual recognition. In fact, before the forum, there has been a Yahoo family —entitled as Another Good Voice (in Chinese, “another” is sounded as “Yo”). Since many members from overseas claimed to be unable to enter Yahoo family, some Bao Zis decided to build themselves a home in a forum. There are about more than ten thousand members in this forum to date. The layout in the beginning was quite simple. In addition to sections to show news and photos of Yoga, there were other sections for chatting, poetic writings, and registration for rookies. As time went by, the layout has been re-modified several times and, right now, basically, the forum can be divided into seven districts (see figure 1). Among them, Beacon Hall is the highlight of this paper and will be discussed later. Muse Hall, may be discovered in other forum, illustrates another special feature and promotion of Acid YOGA.

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Pseudo-Juvenile Culture
MacDonald (1998) defines fans as “zealots of mass culture or magically creative individuals” (p.135). Jenkins (1992) points out the connection between fan and fanatic which explains why news reporters like to portray fans as “psychopaths whose frustrated fantasies of intimate relationships with stars or unsatisfied desires to achieve their own stardom take violent and antisocial forms” (p.12). Adjectives as “frustrated”, “unsatisfied”, “violent” and “antisocial”, apparently, are always referred to the adolescent. As puberty is always deemed as a rite of passage in the growth of personality, fan culture, likewise, is also thought of as a temporary period of life (Yue, 2007); fans, to some extent, are equal to the group, the juvenile (Chang, 2007; Liu and Feng, 2007; Liu and Tang, 2008; Min, 2003; Peng and Chen, 2007; Song and Jin, 2002;Yue, 2007).
Then, why the adolescent? Chang (1999) points out the storm period of the juvenile may be one of the causes. Yu (1991) explores that 70% of the teenagers have their own idols and still many others with a similar result (Chang 1999; Li 2004). Chang (1996) notifies the adolescent are located in between adults and kids, easily influenced by mass-media, paying a lot of attention on fashion, taking their peer as the most valued. All in all, Kao (1980) concludes the juveniles are group-oriented, looking for independence and soul solace, and idol worshipping happens to offer most of them. Pen (1992) classifies ten adolescent cultures into the culture of images, of self-enclosure, entertainment-orientation, of showing off, of nomad, of materialism, of fast culture, of star chasing, of passwords, and of drug. To be brief, as far as stardom or idol worshipping is concerned, the juveniles, accordingly, would spend a lot of money collecting any objects and products relevant to their stars. The stars are transformed into the self-reflection of these adolescent.  

Acid YOGA, however, manifests a different milieu. The forum claimed to have about 9,000 members when surveys were conducted firstly during the early April, 2008.
 However, like in other forums where people come and go, most of the time, there are about 100 to 400 members online. In the study of the age range showed in Table 1, adults instead of teenagers occupy the crucial part in this forum—among 497 of the Bao Zis, one third of whom (36% precisely) are 20 to 29 years old. Surprisingly, 30 to 39 year-old Bao Zis take another one-third—occupying 31% of the members.

When a similar survey is conducted to 26 section host/hostess (see Table 2), the thirty something has conspicuously dominated the membership.

Namely, if the adolescent are used to be proclaimed as the major part in a fan forum, this clearly is not the case in Acid YOGA.

A.  Acid YOGA and Fandom 

When these Bao Zis behave as juvenile fans, they frame the mythological fan structure of Psyche-Cupid, Narcissus-Echo, and Medusa-Perseus stories as depicted in Chen’s study (2002). 

Fans, as Psyche, love their stars without knowing who exactly their stars look like. Deification positively delineates the most common fan-star relation. Fans create a god-like star in their imagination. Therefore, when once A-shi, the major hostess, posted a twisted image of Yoga, entitled as Young Lass Lin. Some fans were shocked, irritated and questioned if A-shi had the right and if this might aggravate Yoga. Hua Si Ren used a lot of angry face “[image: image2.png]


” to present her anger. Nzkim asked for a help because she was fainting. It was also the first time that A-shi was challenged by a member, Yasmin who accused A-shi of her childish behavior (in posting various twisted images of Yoga) which might cause Yoga’s anger. Again, it ended when Yoga in an interview by United Daily (a local newspaper with an online website named as Udn) that he did not mind about the pictures and even he considered they were quite cute (2008.02.19). 

The child-like image of Yoga has been challenged the most radically on a TV program, Here Comes Kan-shi, broadcast on April 9, 2008. Yoga in this program talked about his sexual experiences. A Bao Zi opened a column for discussion. Interestingly, some ignored this part and mentioned how touching it was when Yoga’s teacher wrote a letter to him. Some talked about the confession with encouragement: 

Yenyen: I am happy to know I am right about this kid. 

Sisko: I just want to encourage with his confession. 

Eva: Sincerity and genuineness are the Yoga I can see. 

Channel pinpointed and asked some fans not to create an imaginary Yoga. Only Yoga can create himself. It seemed the deification is so deeply rooted safe and sound. In an interview, A-shi, the major hostess, told me members of this forum were born after 1960, the baby boom period of Taiwan and to these people of 60s’, sex was not as a forbidden issue as before. She was not surprised that Yoga’s sex confession ended peacefully. So, Psyche accepted her imaginary Cupid with all her heart. 

Likewise, appropriation and imitation is another important element in fandom which can be elaborated by the Echo-Narcissus story. Like Echo who repeated Narcissus’ words, Bao Zis like to repeat Yoga’s words in chatting. In a Chinese version of Wikipedia, Yoga’s sayings have become a motto listed. 

As to the story of Medusa-Perseus, Medusa’s gaze is emphasized as being fatal and yet so charming. By chance, Yoga’s big eyes are also imputed with such power. After participating in Yoga’s autograph sessions, members always expressed how they were stunned because of Yoga’s big eyes: 

Jien: Really a shame. Forget how to talk when Yoga looks at me. 

Mai Ro Ko: The killing eyes of Yoga’s staring at me for three seconds. I just keep on asking myself in my heart, “Is he looking at me? Is he looking at me?” 

Xiao Yang Mai Tzai: As many members claimed to be blank when they see Yoga, alas, I am one of them.

Bao Kan Bao: I have shaken hands with Yoga. To my surprise, his eyes are so big and glamour.  

Lan Yuen: When Yoga raises his head, taking a look at me, I have forgot what I want to say to him.

Coincidentally, in a cover of Yoga’s single, Eye Color, Yoga is viewed only part of his left face with the emphasis on his eyes (see Figure 2). The gaze of Medusa is obviously part of her charisma. Not only does the gaze of the star emit his charisma to charm his fans, the gaze also tells how the fan is special to the star.

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B. Acid YOGA , Juvenile Fandom and the Disparities 

It is not surprising, thus, to find similarities between adolescent fans and Bao Zis. Chang (1999) indicates fans normally would spend money on buying the star’s albums, and his endorsed product and spend time voting online to help their star on the top of the list. Fans may even go abroad where the star may have his/her tour. Fans may promote their star to others. In addition, to share with people their love and/or passion, fans may release themselves in terms of words and fabricate poetic articles and papers. 
To these thirty-something, we see exactly the similar juvenile behavior. A-shi claims to have bought 60 of Yoga’s first album while there are still many buying more than one. As to the mineral water and candy that Yoga had endorsed, yes, you can see Bao Zis bringing with them and eating. As to voting, the Go-for-it Hall in the forum tells all. Yoga has won chances to perform abroad and definitely, you can find Bao Zis going with him from Taiwan. Bao Zis never forgets to promote Yoga. Thus, you can read a title about how wives sharing strategies to converse their husbands. Finally, Theme Hall and Muse Hall offer places for Bao Zis to express their love to Yoga and Yoga’s works. 

It seems that being a fan, he/she is doomed to be like a juvenile. A Bao Zi had posted a test for the disparity between Bao Zis’ real age and their mental age. Interestingly, it turns out a lot of so called matured adults were tested with adolescent mentality. In fact, when visiting this forum, one can find it difficult to distinguish members’ age through their typing. 

Being a fan forum, Acid YOGA also follows some traditional ways of juvenile fans’ behavior. That the emotional icons (see Figure 3) are cute can be seen as a common condition in every forum. However, the mascot (see Figure 4), designed by a male Bao Zi, is also kawaii (“cute” in Japanese).

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The similar behavior, yet, is presented with a different attitude. As the above mentioned, juveniles, while encountering with an identity crisis, may pursue their identity via idol worshiping. To these thirty-something, none the less, the sense of dominance perhaps explains better.
   With the star, Yoga Lin, of about 20 years old, the major pivot, namely, members of thirty-something apparently have to and have had produced a different way in dealing with their star. In comparison with other stars, Yoga in this forum is treated as a kid of this big family. Take other singers (also from One Million Star) as an example. Singers are nicknamed or worshiped as King of Doves for Aska Yang, the King for Judy Rain and CEO for Stanly Hsu. In Acid YOGA, Yoga is nicknamed as the King of Bao Zi which, interestingly, is not as favored as another name, Lin Xiao Chia, Little Kid or even Bao Bao (that is, baby). Xiao means little or cute. When one takes a look at the Shia Shin Hall, a place for pictures of Yoga (which is a must in all forums for stars), words as “cool” and “handsome” are frequently replaced by “cute” or “such a cutie boy”. 

In a survey of the image of Yoga to fans (see Table 3), 39% of the fans love him because of his songs. Another 39% of them would like to have Yoga either as their younger brother or their kid.

To Yoga, apparently, he must have had a problem in “dealing with” these older fans. In the beginning, Yoga seldom left messages in this forum partly because Acid YOGA was established later than his fan club in Yahoo Family, Another Good Voice, which must have created a certain distance and partly, I believe, because he needed to find the way to get along with a group of much older fans. This hypothesis was proved when once in an interview by Marie Claire in Taiwan, Yoga couldn’t help announcing that he disfavored the name, Xiao Peng Yo (little kid) or Kid (p.44). For a moment, members negotiated and just called him Mr. Lin which definitely could not ease the disfamiliarity between the singer and his fans. So, he is Xiao Peng Yo again. In his concert on June 7, Yoga seemed to find an explanation. In this concert, he joked at first how he felt unhappy about the name, “little kid.” “So, you (the fans) just don’t listen to me, right?” Yet, he depicted how he was released to read a sentence from a book, “The tenderest way to your beloved is to treat and care about him/her as if he/she were a kid.” Ever since, Bao Zis tend Yoga as their own little boy. 
Fans in Acid YOGA behave as similarly as those of movies or soap operas. Baym (1998) classifies the four functions of fans of soaps as informing, speculating, criticizing, and reworking. In particular, “criticizing” is a rare event in a forum for a single singer or star. In a Yahoo Family of Aska Yang who had been a critical figure in One Million Star,
 the host there kept on asking members to believe in Aska and support him. Situation is the same in Aska’s forum-- Only Aska. Despite that Aska committed a forgery crime and was rumored as using his classmates’ credit cards, fans of Aska deem a 100 percentage of support as the best and the only policy. Yet, in Acid YOGA, the establishment of the Beacon Hall demonstrates these thirty-something wish a different road for fans. 

Self-claiming as being rational fans, some Bao Zis hate a blind support. In the early 2008, they have some quarrels on whether Yoga could be criticized to become a better singer. The drastic argument caused another dispute—some Bao Zis elaborated they agreed with some comments on Yoga but they preferred not to see those words themselves since they would like to have fun in the forum and contravention was never what they were looking for. So, A-shi, the hostess, set up Beacon Hall for people who have oppositional statement against Yoga. She also indicated that Acid YOGA did not intend to be a unison and any “healthy” suggestions were welcomed. As a result, the Beacon Hall, a place for finding faults with Yoga was founded. 
Up to now, topics raised up in the Beacon Hall include some ill performance of Yoga, Yoga’s weight and even Bao Zis involvement in Yoga’s activities. Even A-shi herself had posted a topic, accusing HIM (the album company) of abusing, exhausting and even consuming Yoga. No matter what the topic is, members are allowed to speak for themselves. Despite A-shi asked that only active members (which means, members have left at least 100 messages) were allowed to articulate in the Beacon Hall, the im-practicability finally leaves the right of argumentation to everyone. 

Fan, Forum, and Heterotopia: the Struggling
In “Of Other Spaces,” Foucault (1998) coins the term “heterotopias” in comparison with utopias to challenge the deployment between space and power. To Foucault, a utopia is a fundamentally unreal and imaginative space while a heterotopia

a kind of effectively enacted utopia in which the real sites, all the other real sites that can be found within the culture, are simultaneously represented, contested, and inverted. Places of this kind are outside of all places, even though it may be possible to indicate their location in reality. Because these places are absolutely different from all the sites that they reflect and speak about, I shall call them, by way of contrast to utopias, heterotopias.  (231)

Foucault furthermore takes an example from the mirror. It is a utopia because it is a “placeless place” to remind the gazer where he/she is not. “I am over there, there where I am not” (232). However, it is also a heterotopia to direct the gazer to know his/her absence. “I come back toward myself” (232) because of the direction of the mirror. The mirror that “make[s] this place that I [the gazer] occupy at the moment when I look at myself in the glass at once absolutely real, connected with all the space that surrounds it, and absolutely unreal, since in order to be perceived it has to pass through this virtual point which is over there” (232). 

Several other features of a heterotopia includes, first of all, a heterotopia can juxtapose in a single real place several spaces; a heterotopia unfolds two different poles—either it functions to create “a space of illusion that exposes every real space” or “a space that is other, another real space, as perfect, as meticulous” (233-35).  
Internet chatting room of course exemplifies a heterotopia and so is a forum since online chatting reminds the chatter where he/she is not (when you type, you are not really leading a life as you are in the real life); yet, because of the screen/the chatting, it also directs the chatter to know his/her absence. However, in this paper, I would like to focus on the struggling of Bao Zis. Being a fan is supposed to be fanatical or even fatuous. None the less, since a lot of Bao Zis are over thirty, experienced and thoughtful in life, the fanatical image seemingly contradicts their life value. Thus, I would coin their anxiety and confusion as a heterotopic syndrome to show how they struggle between the mature Bao Zis in real life and their eccentric fan behaviors online. I divide the heterotopic syndrome into two types--both of which apprehend the notion of the real and the unreal. None the less, one type of them mixes the unreal into their real life. The other struggles between the two while claiming an understanding of the differences. Figure 5 depicts the two fabrications, contentions, and transition of a self in a forum. Type one shows how Bao Zis mix with the online fan life in their real life. Type two shows how Bao Zis perceive the confusion and yet still on the strife. The first type is not an uncommon example to fans who love to worship their stars and enjoy introducing their stars in their real life. The second type, nevertheless, is unusual in a fan forum since seldom would fans (especially star fans) try to analyze their favorite stars and even more seldom would fans call themselves to back to the reality with logical analysis.

Xiao Yang Mai Tzai is the so called normal fan who showed abnormal love to the star when she posted an article on her falling in love with Yoga. Ka Si Si, yet, becomes an “abnormal” fan who surprisingly introspected herself and even more astonishingly claimed to keep the distance in a message titled as “Who exactly are you to me?”. The researcher has no right to judge their behavior. However, both of these two examples show the heterotopic syndrome. Xiao Yang Mai Tzai analyzes her love to Yoga
 due to her encountering with the forum. It is the forum (which functions as the mirror) that Xiao Yang Mai Tzai “come[s] back toward” herself (Foucault 1998). Likewise, Ka Si Si realizes her existence in the forum and relation with Yoga actually is an absence and this also corresponds to Foucault’s “I am over there, there where I am not” conception of a heterotopia (p.232).  

There still are a multitude of examples presenting how Bao Zis understand or at least try to understand the difference between their real life and their passion to Yoga. It’s not that they are so rational but that they are rational due to the seemingly unreal forum. The heterotopia manifests both the absolutely real and the unreal (Foucault, 1998) or the forum is a heterotopic transition to a world “between the real and unreal” (Aden, 1999, p. 165). 
Intermingle of the real and unreal in Acid YOGA can also be represented in the power struggle. Basically, in Acid YOGA, A-shi is the only supreme. There are then several section leaders who are in charge of the management and even the audit and examination of messages posted by Bao Zis. It sounds like a well-organized utopia. Yet, like every utopia where shortcomings are never wants of, Acid YOGA has its own problems too. 
Different from many fan forums, Acid YOGA opens arm to almost everybody. Normally, members would be ranked to view some messages or obtain some information. In Acid YOGA, a utopia like paradise, once registered, any new comer can obtain any message they want to. To build up an even more Eden like place, A-shi keeps good relationship with other forums—Aska’s forum ONLY Aska is one of them. To some extent, A-shi poses herself in an embarrassing situation between Yoga’s and Aska’s fans.
 There had been once some Bao Zis posting malediction on Aska. Receiving protesting messages from Aska’s fans, A-shi deleted the messages which of course caused disgruntling. One section leader, Yi Wan Tang Bao, who had been angry at A-shi’s tyrannical strategy,
 and another section leader, Joy, decided to leave Acid YOGA because she could not see A-shi’s empowerment and especially because none of Yi Wan and Joy could tolerate A-shi’s deleting messages without a good reason. More behaviors of Yi Wan Tang Bao’s manifest her heterotopic confusion. To some observers, they may consider the event naive. Nevertheless, to Tang Bao, things are not that simple. After leaving, Tang Bao composed a serial of online fictitious stories, titled as Parable describing the management and manipulation of a Yoga Queen in her queenland. Tang Bao implied how A-shi was consumed in her virtual world; yet, Tang Bao is also the second A-shi since she took the virtual event so seriously. 
The virtual war has been realized into a concrete one. In reality, A-shi and Tang Bao never met each other since then. 
When the researcher almost decided to stop the writing, another event cried out for further follow-up. In May, Acid YOGA is split into two forums—one is Acid YOGA with A-shi and Pretty as the general hostesses; and the other is the Unitarian For Yoga Lin (or UYL)
 with D.S., Expressol and Channel as the general host/hostesses—the latter two, Expressol and Channel, are always titled as Yoga’s Dad and Mom. Interestingly, Expressol crowned Pretty with the term, anthomaniac because he thought Pretty was too crazy to think that Yoga and she were connected tightly albeit Pretty, getting married soon in this summer, always considered herself a big sister. The establishment of UYL is supposed to protect the star since Dana, Expressol and Channel seemed to be irritated at A-shi’s opening arm to everyone and they are also angry at some provoking statement (those in the Beacon Hall in particular) against Yoga. Paradoxically, the young star was said to break down in the mid-July, the two forums also started their censuring mutually. Funny is that A-shi was accused of not protecting Yoga well while she tried to keep the break down news as a secret. Expressol and Channel, claiming to protect Yoga, menaced to release the breaking down news. It seems that none of them understood what exactly they were doing. The accusation is still on in July. 

Finale

Around April, the new version of Bao Zi fan has been modified. The original “low-key” slogan has been corrected into “high key” (see Figure 6). A-shi indicated “We need to promote Yoga to the whole world and low-key? It never works”.

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Chi (1995) divides local Taiwan record industry into seven stages among which, 1965 to 1971 is depicted by him as the prosperous period with the boosting economy that brought out a thriving entertainment industry. Subsequently, the record industry soared up from 1972 to 1981. In comparison, people born after 1965 are around their early forties or thirties which are exactly the main component of Acid YOGA. Thus, it is reasonable to premise these fans, by means of their fandom, are able to go back to their youth time when they were high school or college students—a golden age for the record industry (1982-1991). Their pseudo-juvenile behavior such as having fun with Yoga
 is correspondent with a survey on the mature fans of Bae Yong Joon (a Korean actor) by Jao (2006) to whose thesis, a comprise, recalling, and/or desire for the youth are three of the five reasons to describe fandom of Bae’s fans. Therefore, the thirty-major fans in Acid YOGA keep on thinking of some tricks to have fun with Yoga. 
Having these thirty something as fans seemingly points out many advantages. In terms of the click and link, a fan community is constructed online. In this way, white collar workers can easily find chatters even when they are on duty. In Yahoo Family, the fan club of Yoga’s, it is difficult to find messages left during the day time; in Acid YOGA, the day time is also a fun time. The thirty something, basically, well-experienced in their job, can find time chatting during work. A forum offers them the best place, and the best companions. And the never stopping chatting also helps to bring more chatters who feel lonely when they want to find one to talk to. The other advantage is being self-independent, they can spend money quite freer than the adolescent. So, an easily-fetched companion, good financial support and being more mature are the major advantages of thirty something as the pivot member. 
However the splitting of Acid YOGA reveals that this is not a perfect paradise. Unlike the so-called Shi-nai, a group of much older fans who are, consequently, freer and richer, Yoga’s thirty-something fans still need to work and there is definitely not so much free time left. Thus, when Yoga told fans to take care of their real life first, some Bao Zis, indeed, visit the forum less frequently since they do have their real life to work on. 

The second one, the feature of this forum, is confronting with a destruction. Self-claimed as mature, these thirty something always like to deal with reason, thinking, and analysis. As a result, variance and dispute are never wants of here. Hua Lu Lu’s comment may represent how these thirty something think of the forum, “Don’t you think the flaming [which refers to the quarrel] this time embodies perfectly that this forum is full of thought, is considerate, and courageous to stand out and speak out for themselves?” Hua Lu Lu was specifying how the thirty something love “reasonable argument”.  This exhibits how the adolescent fan culture is transformed. The normally connected word, worship with fan culture needs a rewriting. 

To Erikson, idolatry worshipping is a needed procedure for the adolescent identification (Erikson, 1968). To Yue and Huang (2002), idolatry worship may firstly, boost up the juvenile’s identification and attachment and then, commensurate a sense of remote intimacy when the youth are away from their parents. To these thirty-something, worship is a term that should be disposed behind. They have been through their adolescent time and away from their parents for a while. The identification, imitation and attachment recurred in Yuen’s (2007) analysis are rarely issues in Acid YOGA. Due to the age gap, the thirty something mostly consider Yoga as a kid. The remote intimacy in the adolescent development which is coined as being romantic and idealistic in Yue’s (2007) interpretation, has been inverted into a closer than a spectator—Bao Zis would love to observe, to support in time, and then, to observe again or to love but not to worship. The sense of worship in the fan culture is transformed into a sense of admiration, or to be specific, of encouragement—Bao Zis like to tell Yoga how great he has performed but not to worship his performance. Lu (2005) claims that being a fan, being reasonable and rational should never been over-emphasized even though it is neglected (qtd. From Yuan 2007); however, it is not neglected in Acid YOGA. 

With the splitting of the forum, the conspicuous feature is encountering a voice of revolution. In an agenda titled as “What’s Wrong with Yoga?” where Bao Zis discussed the shortcomings of Yoga, some Bao Zis were furious to protest that this is supposed to be a community to support but not to degrade Yoga Lin. Despite Miss Travel rendered that “The controversy among Bao Zis is what highlights the features of Bao Zis independence and non-conformity.” Yet, the splitting is not stoppable. Miss Travel bemoaned that “Is it possible that while being at war, we can still keep the gentle and sincere nature of this forum?” Unluckily, it seems to be an unrealizable dream. What’s worse is, with the coming of summer vacation, the intrinsic nature of Acid YOGA is being undermined. In a recent survey conducted on July 23 (see Table 4), the teenagers have occupied 33% membership. This survey may not prove the “invasion” of teenagers since there are up to now only 216 Bao Zis answering the question but at least, it proves teenagers are indeed much active now. The new comers post or in fact flow the message board piles of messages to catch Yoga Lin’s attention which behavior irritates older members. This also explains why some old members move to UYL.

Up to present, it seems UYL has assimilated the “rational” slogan of Acid YOGA. The whole conflict however also raises a question: if a fan is reasonable, can he/she still be called as a fan? The thirty something look for a different fan forum, claiming to be reasonable. Yet, when Yoga is criticized, some of them feel it intolerable and decide to set up a new utopia, UYL, for themselves where they can adore Yoga as much as they can—nothing but a juvenile fan performance. As to the original forum, while still being proud of the individualism and maturity in Acid YOGA, the forum needs to reconsider the future with so many younger students pouring in. How to keep the balance between the mature and the juvenile, between the real and the unreal, axiomatically, is still the problem that Acid YOGA has to encounter and solve.  
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� Muse Hall is not uncommon in various forums. Nevertheless, it is unusual that the forum, in the beginning, promoted itself for having good writers and excellent articles. Some even claimed to know this forum because they read articles posted by members of the Acid YOGA in members’ own blogs. 


� With the heavy load of the forum, the major hostess, A-shi initiated a “migration” which caused some damages and thus some missing of the results of the survey. Despite the survey had been lasted longer after April 7, unfortunately, materials saved in my computer can only tell the results on April 7. There are over 13,000 members in Acid YOGA now in July.  


� Aska Yang did not finish the competition because of some scandals on his age and his personal life—which has been turbulent and caused a lot of “hot topics” either for One Million Dollar or the e-world in Taiwan. � Interestingly, the star, Yoga Lin asked his fans to take him as a singer and worried a lot about the first syndrome. Yoga, on purpose, intended to destroy the illusion by announcing his sexual experience and that about girlfriends he never wants of—the latter messaged was posted in China Times (2008/05/30). This singer had no idea that those who love him as their boyfriend may cause only less trouble than those who love him as a younger brother or a young kid. For more details, please read the following analysis.


� Many fans of Aska’s claimed that Yoga won the championship of One Million Star because Aska was forced to be out of the competition. This, therefore, caused a doomed dispute between Yoga’s and Aska’s fans


� Tang Bao had always been irritated with A-shi’s intervening. Many a time Tang Bao was particular dissatisfied that A-shi just deleted some messages without notifying. “If we are offered power, then, we need to possess complete domination of our own section”, Tang Bao protested before her leaving Acid YOGA. Tang Bao seldom distinguished the two worlds—the real and the unreal.  


� UYL is full of contradictory conceptions. On the one hand, in comparison with the opening-arm-to- all guide of Acid YOGA, members in UYL are Unitarians because they would just support Yoga Lin with all their heart. They hate the criticism against Yoga. However, the website is located in � HYPERLINK "http://eba.idv.tw/" ��http://eba.idv.tw/� and “eba” is a nick name of Expressol as Father E. Some Boa Zis after visiting UYL would come back to Acid YOGA and bemoaned for the old old time—especially the time with Eba, Expressol’s funny articles. It is doubtful if UYL in fact is a forum for Expressol. In addition, in the break down event of Yoga on July 20, Expressol visited Acid YOGA again and claimed to release all the crazy messages Yoga Lin has left—a behavior hardly associated with a love to Yoga. His contradictory behavior indeed confounds some Bao Zis.  


� In Yoga’s concert in Taichung, Bao Zis suddenly put on their top hats when Yoga had his new song, Morbidity—an idea raised by Pressol, another mid-thirty fan.
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
